Scholarships & Fundraising Update

In previous years, Badlands Opera Summer Camp offered a volunteer point system that allowed
families to earn tuition discounts. This year, we’ve simplified our model to make registration
more accessible and flexible for everyone.

Instead of volunteer points, we have lowered tuition across all registration tiers:

e Early Bird tuition reduced by $75
e Regular and Late registration reduced by $50

In addition, we are offering the option to set up an individual camper fundraising page
through GiveButter. Fundraising allows our available scholarship funds to stretch further and
helps us support as many campers as possible.

Participation in fundraising is optional, and scholarship assistance is available but limited.
Families in need of additional support are encouraged to apply early.

Cancellations
Cancellation will result in a $100 non-refundable fee after April 1st, 2026.
Communication

During the rehearsal process, it is important to create an atmosphere free of unnecessary
distractions so campers can fully focus on learning, creating, and collaborating. Campers who
bring cell phones will be asked to turn them in at daily check-in. Phones may be checked out
during breaks. This policy also encourages campers to build meaningful, face-to-face
relationships with one another.
